Summaries of lectures and posters will be photocopied, thus they should be prepared strictly under the following instructions. 1.5-spaced texts must not exceed one page and be written in Word for Windows in 12 pts Times New Roman with margins: left and right – 2.5 cm, upper and bottom – 2 cm. Number of lines with all spaces should not exceed 28. Indentations – 1 cm. 

Title – in bold, centered.

Name of author (authors with first name initial only), centered.

Simplified address of author (authors), centered.

Text of summary with the indentation of 1 cm, adjusted.

Between all parts of summary (title, authors names, address and texts) there should be a space of two lines.

Title in bold and centered, two lines space; full name of author (authors) in bold and capitals, centered, two lines space; address (addresses) of author (authors0, two line space; summary, centered, two lines space; Text: Introduction, Material and methods, results, Discussion, Literature. Titles of chapters centered, in capitals. Between chapters 2 lines space. Citations in brackets, e.g. (Filipowicz, 1995), (Filipowicz et al., 1986).
